BA Dance Programme (Bachelor of Arts)

from 28 November 2017

On the basis of Section 13 (3) in conjunction with Section 81 (1), No. 1 of the law regulating
the autonomy of the universities in the Free State of Saxony (S&chsisches Hochschulfrei-
heitsgesetz ((Saxon Law of University Autonomy)) - Sa&chsHSFG) from December 10, 2008,
Official Gazette of the Free State of Saxony (SachsGVBI. p. 900 et seq.), last amended by
Article 2 of the law from October 18, 2012 (SachsGVBI. p.p. 568, 575), the Senate of the
Palucca University of Dance Dresden in consultation with the Rectorate - is issuing the follow-
ing Examination Regulations - established on 15 November 2017 - passed on 28 November
2017:
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In these regulations, the masculine pronouns shall refer equally to persons of both genders.
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Section 1
Scope

Based upon the Examination Regulations, these Study Regulations govern the objectives, ex-
tent, contents and structure of the study programme in the BA Dance Programme (Bachelor
of Arts) at the Palucca University of Dance Dresden.

Section 2
Study Prerequisites

Admission prerequisites for access to studying are governed by the Admission Regulations for
the BA Dance Programme (Bachelor of Arts).

Section 3
Commencement of Studies, Duration of Study and Required Coursework

(1) Registration for the first semester occurs annually at the beginning of the winter semester.

(2) The regular period of study including the Bachelor's examination is six semesters. The
Bachelor's programme comprises 225 credit points.

Section 4
Study Objective

The focus of this interdisciplinary study programme shall be the individual development of a
creative, independent dancer, who is open for different choreographic styles and methods and
who participates in a creative effort in different professional situations and creative processes.
This shall include critical reflection during the creative process as well as at work on the stage.
The Bachelor's programme comprises the modules Dance Technique, Artistic Process, Elec-
tives, Body Work and Bachelor’'s Thesis. The artistic emphasis is on the three dance tech-
niques, which characterise the profile of the Palucca University of Dance Dresden: ballet, con-
temporary/modern dance, and improvisation. In this way, the students get to know dance as a
comprehensive process.

In lectures, seminars, practical training, artistic projects and excursions, the students expand
their dancing capabilities as well as their theoretical and practical knowledge about dance and
art. This includes historical, perceptive, analytical, medical, organizational and medial aspects.
During the course of their studies, the students will deal with works from the classical, neoclas-
sical and contemporary repertoires. They experience choreographic processes with dance
teachers and choreographers who represent a variety of artistic concepts from the broad spec-
trum of the international dance scene. Numerous performances in the theatres in Dresden and
in the surrounding region are an integral part of the study programme.

The final project contains theoretical and practical components. It can be created for one or
two performers, e.g. as stage dance, dance film, interdisciplinary installation or site specific
work.
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Section 5
University Degree

The BA Dance Programme is concluded with the university degree
“Bachelor of Arts (B.A.)”

which qualifies the holder to enter a profession.

Section 6
Modules and Credit Points

(1) The study programme has a modular structure. Modularisation means the organisation of
contents into self-contained examinable units according to a time-table and assigned credit
points (ECTS Points). Credit points are the quantitative measurement for the student’s
workload. The number of credit points is based upon the average amount of work needed
for the student to complete the module. The term workload includes not only the active
participation in classes (on campus studies) but also the preparation and follow-up of clas-
ses, preparation for examinations, test results, projects as well as all types of private-study.
One credit point is based on 30 hours of work.

(2) The courses comprise of modules. The modules include compulsory as well as elective
classes. Each module, its subject matter, the credit points per module and the necessary
number of hours per week in a semester can be found in the Course of Studies (Annex 1).

The Study Regulations shall enter into force with its publication at the Palucca University of
Dance Dresden. It shall apply to those students who enrol for the BA Dance Programme as of
the Winter Semester 2018/2019.

Annex 2: Description of Modules

Module 1 Dance Technique | Compul-
sory Sub-
Module Manager: Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs ject

The students learn the three dance techniques* which characterise the profile of the Palucca Univer-
sity of Dance Dresden. They experience, that these traditions, the creative mastery of which is a must
in the current dance scene, mutually interact with each other and build a whole. The precision of the
execution of movement, coordination, flow of movement and musicality are of utmost importance. In
the process, the students develop courage, fantasy, originality, self-confidence and responsibility in
the dance process.

Ballet + On The students learn individual elements and movement combinations for ballet.
Pointe/Jumps | They work on differentiating their movement coordination, their spacial aware-
ness and on improving their balance, stamina and movement memory.
Another point of emphasis is on the improvement of on pointe technique or
jumps technique in a supplementary course unit.

The students expand their move-
ment vocabulary, their knowledge about ways and means to creativity in dance and their knowledge
about theatrical devices.

Ballet Il The students work on further differentiation in their movement vocabulary.
Dance on pointe and male-specific jumps are trained separately and increas-
ingly integrated into the learning process. The repetition of learned elements in
longer combinations and the growing variation in the lengths of time improve the
students’ stamina.

They expand their artistic abilities of expression and thus preparing themselves
for the classical and neoclassical repertoire.

With the decision for a foreign language, the students
expand their communication skills, acquire general knowledge and prepare themselves for communi-
cation within the international dance scene. In addition, students can deepen their individual aptitudes
by pursuing their own project or applying for an academic project. The subject Body Awareness offers
an additional option. The students delve into differentiated dealing with body-conscious practices.

Variation Il The students master classical and neoclassical repertoire with a higher level of
creative difficulty.

The tasks will be selected respective to the number of participants and their
prior knowledge.
